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N2 is the second wine of Chateau Afrique, owned by a family of Provencal
winegrowers since 1953, still run by the great-grandchildren of Gabriel Sumeire,
on the Cotes de Provence Pierrefeu terroir.

TERROIR

The red sandstone bedrock has produced a sandy limestone soil, which has
combined with colluvial soil from the areas of high ground on either side of the
terroir.
